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The Daintree Building

A mixed use building comprising a shop, 
workshop, café and apartments in the centre 
of Dublin. 

The project introduces a sustainable choice 
of materials including a multi-storey timber 
structure, green roofs and breathing timber walls 
with sheep’s wool insulation, whilst utilising the 
sun’s energy through solar thermal panels and 
the earth’s warmth through a geo-thermal heat 
pump. Rainwater is reused in the building and 
all ! nishes are healthy and organic.

The building occupies a tight urban site but 
seeks to maximise passive solar gain and create 
south facing terraces and a garden courtyard in 
the city. At the 2005 SEI awards, the Daintree 
Building received the award for the years best 
sustainable building. It was also exhibited at the 
2006 RIAI Architecture Awards.
