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Rehan Electronics

A light industrial building for the manufacture 
of visual aids for computer hardware, Rehan 
set a brief which encompassed maximising 
day-lighting, healthy materials of low-
embodied energy and waste water treatment. 

The building is serviced by a woodchip boiler 
to provide space heating and hot water. 
At a later stage a bio-fuel generator will 
be incorporated to deal with the electrical 
demand of the manufacturing process. 

From a constructional stand-point the use 
of round-wood timber trusses to span the 
assembly and storage spaces has been the 
major challenge and the building’s de! ning 
feature. It is understood that this is the ! rst 
time that such a construction technique has 
been utilised in Ireland and it is hoped that 
it will become a prototype for green factory 
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
